Source Designation Minor 
The facility is a stationary source subject to review under SWCAA 400-110. Facility emissions 
are less than 100 tons per year (tpy) of any single criteria pollutant, less than 10 tpy of any single 
hazardous air pollutant, and less than 25 tpy of any combination of hazardous air pollutants. 

Purpose of Application SWCAA has received a permit application for an increase in production limits at the above 
described facility.

• Request a public hearing for the draft permit. Public hearing requests must be received by 
SWCAA in writing during the designated public comment period, indicate the interest of 
the person filing the request, and state why a hearing is warranted. A public hearing will 
be held if the Control Officer determines that significant public interest exists.
